12,000/750,000 carriers contacted by FMCSA)

ÂPresently, only ñformalò contact is a

ÂSafeStatused to ñlocateò carrier for auditing
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CSA 2010 Overview

What is it?

Â It is an enforcement system for:

ÂTracking, measuring, and evaluating carrier 
compliance (replacement for SafeStat) and 
driver compliance and safety

ÂContacting more carriers

ÂRating carriers (will require rulemaking)
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Who is tracked?

Â All interstate carriers that have a USDOT number 
(regardless of ñtypeò), and their drivers

ÂCSA 2010 process:

ÂData collection

ÂNew Safety Measurement System (SMS)

ÂSafety Evaluation (Fitness 
Determination) based on SMS

ÂComprehensive and progressive 
interventions

CSA 2010 Measurement

ÂSMS:

ÂUses seven ñBASICsò (Behavior Analysis and 

Safety Improvement Categories) to analyze 
carriers

ÂMeasures safety performance using all roadside 
inspection safety-based violations in ñseverity 
tablesò and violations discovered during 
interventions

ÂWeights based time and severity of violations 
(based on relationship to crash risk)

Â Seven BASICs
ÂUnsafe Driving ( Parts 392, 397, etc.)
Â Fatigued Driving (Parts 392 and 395)

ÂDriver Fitness (Parts 383 and 391)

ÂControlled Substances/Alcohol (Part 382 
and 392)

Â Vehicle Maintenance (Parts 392, 393, and 396)

ÂCargo Related (Parts 392, 393 Subpart I, and HM 
regulations)
